This training requires outside reading 
and practice, as well as in class 
participation. Students will be expected 
to work in groups or teams as well as 
individually. 
 
Module One- Review of SC:L testing 
process, resources and study materials, 
laws and codes of ethics/conduct 
pertaining to interpreters, the interpreter 
oath, landmark cases and dates,  
vocabulary. 
 
Module Two- Interpreting for law 
enforcement, Miranda Warning. ^ 
 
Module Three- Contrast of civil and 
criminal court procedures, burdens of 
proof. 
 
Module Four- Voir dire, educating 
players and advocating for one’s needs, 
disclosure, interpreter roles and multiple 
teams, note taking, CDI, courtroom 
positioning, correcting errors on the 
record, limited language competence. 
 
Module Five- Depositions, consecutive 
vs. simultaneous work, attorneys’ 
language, witness testimony, powerless 
language, jury instructions. ^ 
 
Module Six- Review of all sessions with 
further discussion of English legal 
terminology and ASL legal vocabulary. 
Additional cases may be studied. 
Participants may be asked to bring 
sample scenarios for group discussion.
